	What is a short story? Explain.



	Motivation

(5 minutes)
	1.  Student Responses
What are the characteristics that define a short story? (i.e. length, number of characters, time span, well-defined plot, etc.)

2. Questions:  

How can we use what we have come up with to create a definition for the short story?  (The short story is a piece of prose fiction, usually under 10,000 words which can be read in one sitting)

	Development/Activities

(5 minutes)
	1. Read-Aloud “Three Little Pigs”

Listen to this short story and write down anything you notice the story having.  (i.e. title, introduction, characters, setting, point of view, plot, rising action, conflict, climax, conclusion)

2. Introduce any of the elements that are not mentioned

	Medial Summary

(10 minutes)
	1. Divide into groups each person within the group will be given a different element of the story to change (character, setting, plot, P.O.V.)
2. Group comes together to combine what they have done, to create a new story

	Further Development

(3 minutes)
	What is/are:  

The setting?

The point-of-view?

Plot?

	Final Summary

(5 minutes)
